1974.  Recently separated veterans are defined as veterans
who left active military duty within the past three years.

The Final Rule also clarifies that the requirements in
41 C.F.R. Part 61-250 apply to government contracts
entered into before December 1, 2003, and that the
requirements in 41 C.F.R. Part 61-300 apply if a contract
entered into before December 1, 2003, is modified on or
after that date, and as modified, is worth at least $100,000.
The rule requires that the data be reported on the VETS-
100 Report.

Commission Investigation and Enforcement Division will
again be conducting our “Operation Safe Holidays”
program throughout the commonwealth this month.

The “Last Call” operation targets specific bars that
have been identified, pursuant to Massachusetts Law
Chapter 90 §24J, as having been the last establishment to
serve alcoholic beverages to a convicted drunk driver as
well as establishments known to Investigators to have a
history of serving alcoholic beverages to intoxicated
individuals.

Studies have demonstrated that enforcing laws
against serving intoxicated patrons reduced tavern-related
arrests for DUI and caused an overall 11% reduction
in alcohol-related crash fatalities.

ABCC to conduct “Operation Last Call” across the State
through New Years Eve

Last year’s program has demonstrated a 90%
reduction in the number of 24J notices associated with the
bars that were charged.

If ABCC agents observe service of alcohol to an
obviously intoxicated person, they charge the bar with violating
the Liquor Control Act that prohibits such service. Penalties
can include license suspension or revocation, or changes in
hours of operation.

Enforcement of these laws is intended to accomplish
two primary objectives: 1) Drunk individuals are kept off the
roads and safe transportation is arranged or they are placed
in protective custody if they are uncooperative or violent; and
2) the establishment of a long term deterrence of serving
individuals that are intoxicated.
